The document describes a work place for a video goal judge who 
operates with the «Forward Referee» system. 

The guide has the information on dealing with the FDReferee 
and RPMStorageManager applications included in the «Forward 
Referee» system.

The FDReferee application is used for:
marking important sport events (goal, violation etc.) ●●
when recording of the match is being implemented;
reviewing recording disputed moments at any time by ●●
video goal judge;
making a video report at the end of the match.●●

The RPMStorageManager application is used for working with 
storages, i.e.:

preparing storages for recording new match;●●
archiving, dearchiving and deleting of records of ●●
previous matches.
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General Scheme of Dealing with Applications Included into

3. Elements For Working With Events

3.1. General Information
An event is an important occurrence happened during any 
match that is specially marked by the operator.

The event can be marked either directly after it has happened or 
later using recorded material.

A list of marked events is displayed in the main application 
window in the form of the table.

The application provides a possibility of marking the events and 
assigning them to different types, for example, Goal or Viola-
tion. Events that have type are marked with different colors (1). 
Events without type specification are not coloured (2).
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«Special event» denotes an event that has type specification.

The name and the color of special events are user-specified.

3.2. Table With Events List
Every row of the table corresponds to the single event. Rows 
with events of the same type are marked with the same colour.

The following information on events is displayed in the table:
number of event is in the ●● # column;
the ●● Time column indicates event mark time in the pe-
riod_hh:mm:ss:frames format;
name of the event type (●● Violation, Goal etc.) is displayed 
in the Event Title the column.

3.3. Current Event
Event selected in the event list becomes the current one. 
The number of this event is marked by green (1).

When an event is selected as the current one its frames are 
displayed in preview windows.

When an event is marked the current position automatically 
moves to the event time and marked event becomes the current 
one.

Let we select any event as a current one. Then we change 
current position and corresponding frame will be displayed in 
preview windows.

2.4. Complete Video Report Output (All Events, All Fragments)
This section describes creation of video report when all 
fragments recorded by all cameras are included in it (complete 
video report).

	88 Important: Sometimes complete video report includes fragments that are 
not of great importance.

For example, the most important fragments of the Goal event 
are those recorded by cameras located near the goal where the 
puck was scored.

RPMStorageManager – Working with Storages

General Information

The «Forward Referee» standard system includes 8 video 
cameras and 8 storages where recorded material is stored. 
There is a separate storage for video record from each camera.

A storage is a set of files located on PC hard discs, logically a 
storage is a continuous cyclical data array.

Every storage has its own name. Cam1, Cam2, ..., CamN (N is the 
number of used cameras) are default names of storages.

All storages used when recording of one game have the same 
capacity. Capacity is specified by the user who specifies 
duration of record and data rate (Kbyte/sec).

Filling of storage by data is circled. In the limits of the specified 
duration data is recorded successively. If duration of a record 
exceeds storage volume then the most outdated information will 
be overwritten by the current one.

Sometimes it is necessary to restore match record made several 
days/weeks/months ago when working with the Forward 
Referee system. The RPMStorageManager application is used 
for these cases to store a record in the archive and to restore it 
when necessary for recurrent review, creation of video report 
etc.
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Launch and Exit From the RPMStorage Manager Application
